
Camp & Stable Rules

1. Be kind and respectful

Treat everyone with kindness, consideration, and respect. Include and support each other.

2. Stay within the campsite

For your safety, please remain in the designated campsite area.

3. Listen to committee members

They are here to help. Be respectful and follow their guidance.

4. Proper footwear only in the stable

No Crocs or sandals - wear sturdy, closed-toe shoes in the stable area.

5. No riding through the barn

Please lead your horse through the barn; do not ride inside.

6. Wait for instructor guidance

Only mount your horse when your instructor tells you to.

7. Strictly no mobile phones

Mobile phones are not allowed at any time during camp activities.

8. Take care of your horse

You're responsible for your own horse. If you need help, just ask a committee member.

9. Do not enter the kitchen

For safety and hygiene reasons, no one is allowed in the kitchen.

10. Respect the venue

Please pick up any litter and treat Somerford Park Farm with respect.

11. No hand grazing

Hand grazing is not allowed unless authorised by the stable manager.
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12. Emergency procedures

In an emergency, listen to a committee member and go to the designated meeting point.

13. Speak up if you're struggling

If you have any doubts, feel homesick, or have any problems, please speak to a committee member.
